These cities were once important stops along the silk road, and 

their historical significance is still felt today. 

 

This tour also promises a small group experience, allowing 

travelers to get up close and personal with the local culture and 

people. The optional extension to Astana, the fascinating 

capital of Kazakhstan, is also a great addition, offering a unique 

opportunity to see the modern land of the Kazakhs i.e.
